Two Sacramento, CA bands. One fine piece of wax. Electro Group have been on the scene for years, with previous releas-
es on Omnibus and more. St. Avalanche aren’t sure where the scene is, but they fuse some great sounds together, throw-
ing indiepop and noisepop into the blender for a scrumptious treat. Two tracks from each to prove their weight in
Twinkies.  Clear vinyl. Acetate inserts. Jackets are made of silkscreened real animal and human x-rays. Limited to 750
copies. now let’s hear what the bands have to say for themselves...

Electro Group:  Ionization potential (re: voltage saturation) in monostable circuits. Positive glow discharge negating
electron-positron effect. Base signal voltage in excited state (= or >ferromagnetic delta current emitting standards)
rectified by secondary or primary symmetrical transistors, in a field emission flux. The Electro Group cathodic inverse
peak base involving pulsating direct currents are high frequency, occurring naturally when used in correspondence
with germanium triode adaptors with secondary emissions in static saturation, (not more then .003 in an excited
state) especially when cathode illumination is > 2K mgHz. However due to the three-phrase multi-thermion frequen-
cies in the ionic density of the material, in this case, as in flux in liquids, secondary anodic non-insulating format are
omni-magnetic. In essence, primary Electro Group applications are Tim on free-alternating current guitar and vocals
via a reactive displacement; Ian residual bass frequencies in the range of <600 mgHz providing potential hysteresis
curve is in remission; Matt providing drums variation due to a line of high tension potential creating specific mutual
induction, providing there is available gain. In closing, Electro Group is an ionic stream in positive static charge.
